In the speech of the legislation these are referred to as:

Nafy: Taqdis and Tasbih○
Ithbat: Tahmid○

5 Main Principles in this issue:
To not negate that which Allah affirmed for His Self•
To not distort meanings of speech•
To not disbelieve (Ilhad) in the names of Allah and his Ayat

Ilhad is to turn away from that which is necessitated by them○
This is the meaning in the speech of the legislation○

•

They do not do Takyif of the Attributes of Allah•
They do not do Tamthil of the Attributes with the attributes of creation•

Ahlus Sunnah do not turn away from the way of the Messengers for it is Sirat 
Al-Mustaqim. Their position in this (Sifat) is like their position in the Dhat, like 
they affirm the existence of Allah without knowledge of the Kayfiyyah. Just 
how the Kayfiyyah of the Dhat is veiled from us, so is the Kayfiyyah of the 
Sifat.

We understand the meanings from what we understand from the 
Arabic language

Without examining and diving into the Kayfiyyah•
Al-Qawl Fi's-Sifat is Fir'un from Al-Qawl fi'dh-Dhat

This Qa'idah is present in the books of a group of scholars like 
Qawam As-Sunnah, Abi Bakr Al-Khatib, etc

Statement of Author: Gathered between Nafy and Ithbat carries two 
meanings:

Both Names and Attributes have Nafy and Ithbat•
Both Names and Attributes collectively have Nafy and Ithbat, so Names 
have Ithbat only, and Attributes have both

This is more famous in the speech of Ahlul Ilm○

The first is more correct.
The Names of Allah have Ithbat and 
Nafy

Muthbitah - Ar-Rahman○
Nafiyah - Al-Quddus

Nafy entails the meaning, 
not just the wording



The author mentioned a number of Ayat and Hadith which are based on the 
aforementioned principles, and he sufficed with Ayat and Hadith because this 
issue is Mawquf on what is mentioned in the texts - the Qur'an and Sunnah
That which follows the Qur'an and Sunnah:

Al-Ijma'•
The Athar of the Sahabah•

Al-Ijma' requires evidence anyway. As for the Athar of the Sahabah then it is 
from the Sunnah, because it takes the ruling of Raf' since it is a matter of the 
unseen which cannot be known except through the Messenger. The author 
sufficed with mentioning the Ayat and Hadith without details due to the explicit 
evidencing in accordance with the Arabic language. 
Mentioned 111 evidences from the Qur'an and 16 ahadith.

Al-Ism is known clearly, and an attribute is sometimes known clearly and 
sometimes by the Ism and Fi'l.

So the Names of Allah indicate Attributes, every Name has one 
Attribute or more. i.e., Ar-Rahman has Rahman, Al-Hakim has 
Hikmah and Hukm

This matter returns back to what is understood in the Arabic 
language.

Recitation of Qur'an
